In these 

circumstances, the grant will be paid to that person (refer to the 2015 Scheme Member’s 

Guide for more information about the lump sum death grant and about survivor benefits in 

general).

Your pensions administrator will acknowledge the nomination by returning a copy for you to 

keep. If you wish to revoke your nomination you must do so in writing. The forms are 

available on the website www.mymetpolicepension@equiniti.com.

You may also nominate as  

many people or organisations as you like. If you nominate more than one person or 

organisation, you will need to indicate what proportion of the grant (either a percentage or a 

fraction) you would like each to receive.

Your nomination is not binding on the police authority. If for any reason we do not pay the 

grant to the person you have named, we will pay it to your personal representative.
